• The All Star team and Bowler of the Year will consist of three (3) divisions, 
(Ladies, Men’s, & Seniors) 

• Each division will consist of one of the following average groups: 

o 200+ 

o 180 to 199 

o 160 to 179 

o 159 and below 

• Only events Certified, sponsored, or conducted by MPUSBC will be eligible for 
points 

• Selections will be made on the basis of performance and sportsmanship. 

• Regular division (ladies, men) take precedent if bowler also qualifies in the senior 
division.  Highest award earned will be awarded. 

• Bowler of the Year will be the participant with the most points accumulated 

• Must have reached your 55th birthday no later than August 1st to qualify for the 
senior division. 

• Criteria for points: 

A. Must bowl sixty (60) games in at least two (2) certified leagues in separate 
bowling centers under the MPUSBC jurisdiction in the current year starting 
August 1 through May 31.  Scores from singles and doubles leagues do not 
qualify. 

B. Participated in the following: 

o Ladies: MPUSBC Ladies Championships 

o Men: MPUSBC Open Championships 

o Seniors: MPUSBC Sr. Open Championships 

o All: One of the following : MPUSBC Sr. Masters, MPUSBC Masters, 
Queens, Princess, Valley of the Sun, or Maricopa County Senior 
Ladies 

C. League play, only the first three (3) games series shall count, but high game 
scores will be recognized regardless of the total number of games bowled 
during league.
